If person is conscious, immediately administer large quantities of water.

Inhalation

Move exposed person to fresh air.  If breathing has stopped, perform artificial respiration.  Keep 



affected person warm and at rest.

Fire Fighting Methods

Non flammable.  Use extinguishing agents as may be suitable for materials in surrounding fire.  May generate toxic and explosive fumes in a fire
THEREFORE

Fire fighters should wear self contained breathing apparatus and full body protective clothing.  Contact with certain metals liberates highly flammable hydrogen gas which may form an explosive mixture with gas.

Stability & Reactivity

Reacts with acids, primary amines, peroxides, alcohols, aledehydes, ketones and unsaturated hydro and halo carbons.
Reacts dangerously with halocarbons, nitro ethane, nitro propane and acid anhydrides.

Violent polymerisation reaction with acrolein, acetaldehyde and acrylonite.

Contact with metal such as brass, zinc and aluminium may liberate hydrogen gas.
